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Homework 		


Homework will be distributed every week in term 2 to solidify phoneme understanding and will involve both reading and writing pupils spelling words. Pupils will be given a homework jotter with an attached spelling activities grid at the back.  Pupils should continue to use Sumdog as their Numeracy homework resource and Oxford Owl to support at-home reading. If you are unsure about the level your child should be selecting for their reading on Oxford Owl please do not hesitate to ask Miss Watson. 





Numeracy


This term we will continue to strengthen and expand on our Term 1 Numeracy learning of Counting, Place Value, Estimation and Rounding as well as Addition, Subtraction and Multiplication. Pupils will focus specifically on learning the 2, 5- and 10-times table and will work on a variety of number bonds, number families as well as developing mathematical vocabulary for a variety of topics. 








Modern Languages – French 


This term, Primary 2 will continue to progress in using and responding to greetings in French and participate in the registration process as part of class routines. We will also be learning how to ask basic questions such as how are you, what’s your name and what age are you? Pupils will be able to say their likes and dislikes in relation to Christmas food and will also be able to wish each other Happy birthday and Merry Christmas.





Expressive Arts





Our Expressive Arts lessons will connect significantly to our IDL topics as we will be incorporating Drama when we are acting out the roles of individuals that work in our Local Area as well as exploring Music when we are rehearsing an Icelandic Christmas carol. As the term progresses towards the festive period pupils will be granted opportunities to participate in performance activities at school assemblies. 








Health & Wellbeing





Primary 2 gym days will continue to take place on a Wednesday and a Friday. For Term 2 we will continue to progress in our Movement skills, competencies and concepts by providing a more targeted focus on pupil’s cognitive skills such as problem solving as well as developing understanding of personal qualities such as self-esteem and resilience. 








Literacy


In Literacy, Primary 2 will continue to revise previously learned double phonemes and pupils will continue to be introduced to new phonemes and common words on a weekly basis and will deepen their understanding through a variety of play activities. Our focus for Writing and Reading this term will target non-fiction texts where pupils will be introduced to a variety of non-fiction texts and understand the features of them, for example learning what a glossary is. We will also be learning how to create both a recount and a persuasive piece of writing.

LOCAL STUDY / CHRISTMAS 


This term our class topic will focus on a Local Study where Primary 2 will focus on learning about the differences between the Countryside and the City. Throughout this topic pupils will learn and act out the roles of people that work in their local area and will be able to state some differences between the Countryside and the City.
