Literacy


In Primary 3, students will continue to enhance their reading fluency by participating in weekly reading aloud sessions with both class teachers and peers. This term, our emphasis will be on both fiction and non-fiction texts. We will learn how to identify and articulate the purpose and main ideas of the texts. The children will also learn to create literal, inferential, and evaluative questions related to the texts.		





Numeracy


Primary 3 will learn about various number systems used by civilizations. The children will explore systems such as Roman numerals, ancient Egyptian numerals, and other culturally significant. We will explore multiplication, addition and subtraction using concrete, pictorial and abstract (CPA) approach.  





Health & Wellbeing





Monday and Tuesday will be Primary 3’s P.E. days. Please ensure your child has full P.E. kit.  All earrings should be removed on these days.  Our focus this term will be gymnastics and Scottish Country Dancing. 





We will be continuing to learn how to build resilience this term with a focus on ‘respecting yourself.’  We will reinforce the importance of daily hygiene routines, for example, hand washing, teeth brushing and body cleanliness.		














Science


This term we will learn about properties of different materials, for example, rigidity, flexibility, rough, smooth and waterproof, and their uses. We will take part in practical activities to test the properties of some materials that could be made to create our invention.


We will explore the importance of good hygiene and how it helps to prevent spreading of diseases. We will research the invention of penicillin and discuss its impact and ongoing contributions to people's health.
