Local Study





The children will be investigating their community and the wider Glasgow area. Now, and in the future, they will be learning about the old Ruchill Hospital, the Water Tower and discussing what a listed building is.





The class will be comparing the lives of children in Glasgow 100 years ago compared to today.





They will also examine key historical figures from Glasgow’s history, for example Charles Rennie MacIntosh, how transport has changed over the last 100 years and Glasgow’s key role in shipbuilding.
