Numeracy


Primary 4 will continue to expand their knowledge around place value as they learn to add and subtract ‘thousand’ numbers. We will use the strategy of column calculations to complete a variety of tasks including word problems to challenge and expand our thinking.

Primary 4 will be developing their reading fluency through reading aloud daily with their peers and the class teacher. We will engage in class discussions around predictions about what will happen next in our novel Charlotte’s Web. We will also focus on reading comprehension, finding answers in texts, thinking beyond texts and also relating texts to our own experiences.
