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Literacy


P6 will be using their skills of clarifying, skimming and scanning to answer a range of literal and inferential questions. We will be using our class novel, ‘Holes’ as a focus for these skills. 


We will be working our way through our spelling programmes, learning new sounds and spelling rules weekly.


Our writing day is a Tuesday. This term we will be creating setting and character descriptions. 


We will develop our talking and listening skills through our IDL.








Numeracy & Maths





Our numeracy focus this term is place value, estimating and rounding. In Maths we will be learning about the properties of shapes, their nets and constructing 3D shapes. The children will be applying their skills to real life contexts through problem solving activities.








Science


We are learning about body systems in Science. We will be looking at the digestive and circulatory systems and how to keep them healthy. We will link this to our own Health and Wellbeing.
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Rights and Democracy





We will work our way through our topic ‘Rights and Democracy’ until the September weekend.


We began this topic by looking at the rights of children through the UNCRC, and voted on a class charter design to display these rights in our classroom.


We will be exploring the rights and responsibilities of citizens in Scotland, and how voting and elections are carried out. 


We will be using our digital technology, art and literacy skills to deepen our understanding.








French


In French this term, P6 will revise and consolidate their previous learning such as greetings, classroom and praise language, colours, dates (numbers/days/months) and giving information about themselves such as name, age, birthday, where they live and likes and dislikes. 


We will also learn how to ask and answer questions on what is in our neighbourhood, including for tourists.





Health & Wellbeing


We are focusing on activities which focus on the ups and downs of life and the strategies to help us cope, building resilience.


Primary 6 will have PE on Thursday mornings. We will be joined by Mr Penman, a PE specialist, who will be working alongside Miss McEwan to develop Primary 6’s gymnastic skills.


In addition, we have our swimming block beginning on Friday 25th August.


Please ensure your child has full PE/swimming kit on these days.
