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Literacy


P7 will begin work on the Nelson and Phonics schemes to improve their spelling and comprehension skills. In writing, we will begin to describe characters using our class novel as inspiration. Children will also be encouraged to voice their opinions and preferences when selecting and reviewing books from the school library. They will learn how to justify their opinions with evidence. 





Health & Wellbeing


Sense over Sectarianism will be leading sessions with Primary 7 over the next couple of weeks, where children will learn about different types of discrimination and what this can look like around them. We will discuss this further as a class in relation to our human rights topic. 
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Expressive Arts





Primary 7 will discuss how thoughts and emotions can be conveyed through pieces of art and investigate artists who routinely do this. We will have opportunities to explore a range of media and technologies to create our own pieces of art for specific tasks.  Lots of our artwork will be inspired by our IDL topic.





Numeracy


This term P7 will be revising how to identify


the value of a digit using place value knowledge. We will then use this help us estimate and round numbers up to 2 decimal places. We will also learn to identify the properties of 2D shapes and 3D objects and identify them in the world around us.

For P.E., Primary 7 will work with our P.E. specialist Mr. Penman once per week, to develop their gymnastics skills.





During our other P.E. slot, we will begin work on developing our fitness and stamina skills. We will learn about the difference muscles in the body and how we can exercise these to build strength and endurance.

Primary 7’s first IDL topic will be Rights Around the World. We will discuss the idea of human rights and the history behind this which has now resulted in the Declaration of Human Rights and The Rights of the Child.





We will look at examples of areas of the world, throughout history and to present day, where human rights are unfortunately not being respected and compare this to our own lives. 





We will investigate human rights activists throughout history who have campaigned for the rights of others and the impact they have had on the world.
